We are 460 members of the united charge of  Arbuthnott, Bervie and Kinneff.   

A Kirk Session of 30 under the Unitary Constitution 

We are a community that has changed over the decades from a traditional rural 

area of farming, flax spinning and fishing to become an expanding community 

increasingly dominated by employment in North Sea oil and gas. However this 

new industry is itself going through a difficult time. In spite of this, the changes 

continue to bring growth of new housing developments in all parts of the charge, 

bringing fresh challenges as well as 

opportunities for outreach. 

Situated 25 miles south of Aberdeen, 

on the A92 coastal road between 

Stonehaven and Montrose, the 

charge, with a population of over 

4,190, includes the rural and coastal communities of Arbuthnott, Catterline, 

Gourdon, Inverbervie and Kinneff.  Within the parish 73% of homes are owned, 

18% social rented, 6% private rented and 3% living rent free. 

There are primary schools in Inverbervie, Gourdon, Kinneff and Catterline 

whereas secondary education takes place in Mackie Academy, Stonehaven or 

Mearns Academy, Laurencekirk. 

Inverbervie has a medical centre, Leisure Centre, Post office and a range of 

shops, hotels and restaurants. There are regular bus services north and south.  

Montrose, Stonehaven and Laurencekirk are the nearest mainline train stations.
